Ridgely’s Residents Oppose Hotel Parking 
A record turnout at last month’s community meeting 
demonstrated residents’ opposition to a proposal to put 
hotel parking on RD streets and parks. 125 people jammed 
into Camden Pub to hear about the possible intrusion into 
the neighborhood. Although the developer’s representative 
cancelled at the last minute, RDA President Brian Dale 
outlined the proposal to residents and to representatives 
from the Mayor’s office, the City Council President’s 
office and the City Planning Department.  
The new Hampton Inn was seeking several spots on 
Portland St., Eislen Street Park and the median between 
Russell St. and Washington Blvd. for valet parking. The 
Association voted to oppose the hotel’s parking ideas. This 
information was sent to all appropriate City agencies.
Later in the month Brian Dale and RDA board members, 
Barney Farnham and Chris Conlon, and Board candidate 
Ab Bear, met with James Dresher, CEO of Skye 
Hospitality, the hotel operating company. At the meeting 
RDA representatives clearly stated the community’s 
concerns.  Dresher stated that he wanted to work with us, 
and he apologized for how the situation had been handled.
The meeting served to introduce the parties and clear the 
air, and RDA members agreed that it appears the 
community can work with Dresher. 

New Carroll Park Fitness Trail Open
A new 10-step fitness trail has been installed in Carroll 
Park.  The fitness trail is the work of the partnership of city 
and community organizations including Friends of Carroll 
Park, Parks and People Foundation, Baltimore City 
Department of Recreation and Parks, Open Gates Health 
Center, Univ. of Maryland Nursing School, the Board of 
Child Care and Mount Clare Museum House. Carroll Park
is located just west of Ridgely’s at 1500 Washington Blvd.

Household Cleaners & Alternatives 
There are many natural products available 
that can be used in lieu of hazardous, 
irritating, off-the-shelf commercial versions.  
Below are some examples of inexpensive ways 
to clean your home using simple, natural 
ingredients. 

 
Oven cleaner: 
Clean spills as soon as the oven cools using steel wool 
and baking soda; add salt for tough stains; do not use in 
continuous or self-cleaning ovens. 
 
Glass and window cleaner: 
Mix one tablespoon of vinegar or lemon juice in one quart 
of water. 
 
Toilet bowl cleaner:  
Use a toilet brush and baking soda or vinegar (this will 
clean, but not disinfect). 
 
Tub and tile cleaner:  
Scrub with baking soda and a damp sponge, then rinse. 
You can also wipe with vinegar first, then follow with the 
baking soda as a scouring powder. 
 
Rug deodorizer:  
Deodorize dry carpets by sprinkling liberally with baking 
soda; wait at least fifteen minutes and vacuum. 
 
Plant sprays:  
Wipe leaves with mild soap and water; rinse. 
 
Mothballs:  
Use cedar chips, lavender flowers, rosemary, mint, or 
white peppercorns. 
 
Air freshener: 
Place small dishes of vinegar around the kitchen to help 
remove cooking odors. Boil cinnamon sticks and cloves in 
water to pleasantly scent the air. Sprinkle one-half cup 
Borax in garbage pails to prevent the growth of smelly 
mold and bacteria. Open the windows for a while. 
 
All-purpose cleaner: 
Mix vinegar and salt, or dissolve four tablespoons of 
baking soda in one quart warm water.
