Illegal Dumping
In recent weeks there has been a rash of illegal dumping 
incidents. Thoughtless neighbors have left garbage, 
furniture, building material and appliances at several 
locations.  This is not only illegal and unsightly, but poses a 
health risk by attracting rodents, insects and other animals.  
Rats were seen in an illegal dumpsite on Penn St. In one 
incident trash was set on fire. In addition, the runoff from 
dumpsites can send contaminated water into the sewers and 
eventually into the Bay. Homeless people or feral animals 
often spread the trash around. This can lead to obstructed 
sewers and flooded basements. If you see anyone 
dumping illegally, call 311 immediately.  The Department 
of Public Works will pick up three items on bulk trash day, 
for us this is the first Tuesday of the month. You must call 
311 at least three days in advance to schedule a pickup.

Residents can help improve the situation by not misusing 
their permits, and by reporting violators to the Parking 
Authority.

Had Enough Of This Hot, Sticky, Summer? Try some of these simple energy conservation strategies to significantly 
reduce carbon dioxide emissions (which contribute to global warming) and save money on costly BGE and fuel bills! 
1. Replace regular light bulbs with compact fluorescent bulbs, readily available at major hardware and home stores. 
(After making the initial investment, you’ll be surprised by how much you’ll save each month!)  
2. Drive less. Try walking, biking, public transit, or carpooling. (These can also benefit your health and social life!) 
3. Reduce household waste by taking advantage of our neighborhood’s paper and plastic recycling program. (Monthly 
recycling collection dates and directions are always conveniently provided in this newsletter!) 
4. Check to ensure that your car tires are properly inflated. This can improve gas mileage by more than 3%! 

5. Use less hot water, which consumes a lot of energy (and money) to heat. Try washing clothes in cold or 
warm water instead of hot. Install a low flow showerhead if you can. 
6. Avoid purchasing products that have excessive packaging. Look for alternatives. You can also bring 
your own packaging (for example, carry your own shopping bags to the Baltimore Farmers’ Market!). 

7. Make slight, seasonal adjustments to your usual thermostat settings. For example, moving it down just 
two degrees in winter and up two degrees in summer can really add up to make a difference over time. 

8. Planting trees, flowers, plants, shrubs, and other types of foliage not only beautifies our surroundings and provides 
havens for wildlife, but also “eats” carbon dioxide. In addition, houseplants help purify home and office air. 
9. Be mindful of electric consumption. You can save big bucks simply by turning off household lights and devices such 
as DVD players, stereos, and computers when you’re not using them. (But remember, external lighting is very 
important for personal and neighborhood safety. Illuminate your home exterior if you’re able!).
